Format:  A 5-round Swiss tournament in two sections: Open and Reserve U1500. 
 

Entry fee: $70 by 2/18, $80 after.  $40 play-up fee if rated under 1500 and playing in Open section.  Free 

entry for players rated 2200+.  Maximum of 60 players, please register early to reserve your spot! 
 

Schedule:  

Saturday 2/25 – Arrival & Check-in: 8-8:45am.  Round 1: 9am.  Round 2: 1pm.  Round 3: 5pm. 

Sunday 2/26 – Round 4: 10am.  Round 5: 2pm.  Closing Ceremony + Blitz Tournament: ~ 6pm or asap.  
 

Time Control: G/75; +30 sec. increment per move starting from move 1. 
 

Rating:  Dual NWSRS + US Chess Rated.  Higher of current US Chess or NWSRS rating will be used to 

determine section, pairings, and prizes. 
 

Memberships: US Chess and WCF/OCF/ICA memberships required, other states accepted. 
 

Prize Fund: $2,100 based on 60 paid entries 
 

Open: 1st $260 2nd $200 3rd $150, 1st U2000/U1800/U1600: $100 
 

Reserve U1500: 1st $230 2nd $160 3rd $120, 1st U1400/U1200/U1000: $100
